RE-CREATION

Rev. Frick was born in Chapin, SC. He attended 
Presbyterian College, where he majored in 
Religion/Philosophy and joined Lake Murray 
Presbyterian Church. While at Presbyterian 
College, in addition to taking classes in Bible, 
church history and theology, he also met his wife 
Aaryn, who has been a constant source of 
encouragement and joy throughout his call. 

He has an M.Div. from Princeton Theological 
Seminary and a Ph.D. in Religion from Baylor 
University. While completing his dissertation in 
environmental theology and ethics, he served as 
a Pastoral Care Intern at Wolfson Children’s 
Hospital in Jacksonville, FL, and then as the 
Interim Director of Youth and their Families at 
Palms Presbyterian Church in Jacksonville 
Beach, FL.  

He has written and presented extensively on 
creation, particularly in his dissertation 
“Covenantal Ecology: The Promise of Covenant 
for a Christian Environmental Ethic” and in his 
chapter “Covenant and Creation” in the book 
“Genesis and Christian Theology.”

He now serves Woods Memorial Presbyterian 
Church in Severna Park, MD as the Associate 
Pastor for Adult Education, Small Groups and 
Young Adults. Aaryn and Brandon have two sons: 
Nathan (3) and Levi (3 months); and a nine-year 
old dog, Sadie. He enjoys hiking, reading, 
watching movies, and whatever makes his kids 
happy (e.g., playing in the dirt, building train 
tracks, reading Little Blue Truck for the umpteenth 
time).
